Non-

native English speakers must meet language requirements, such as IELTS 5.5.

 The Intelligent Bachelor’s   Pathway (iBp) is a flexible, globally recognised programme offering   

 diplomas in Business, Computing, Hospitality and Tourism and Psychology, with progression to top-up 

 degrees. It is flexible and students can progress at their own pace while compiling a portfolio of   

 learning as assessment method. 

2.		How	do	I	apply	to	the	iBp?

 Applications can be sent to info@genexinstitute.com. You will need academic transcripts and proof 

 of identification.

3.	Are	the	courses	fully	online?

 Yes, iBp courses are fully available online. Students access course content through the GenEx LMS 

 and receive dedicated support from experienced mentors via online meetings and 

 communication channels.

4.	What	qualifications	do	I	need	to	join?

 Entry requirements vary by course level, but typically you need a prior qualification and English   

 language proficiency if you are a non-native speaker.

5. How long do the courses take to complete?

 Course durations range from 6 to 12 months, depending on the level and credit load. Courses are  

 flexible and students can work at their own pace. 

6.	Can	I	transfer	to	a	university	after	completing	iBp?

 Yes, successful completion of the iBp allows for progression to top-up degree programmes with partner  

 universities, such as Bangor University and the University of Greater Manchester. 

7.	Are	iBp	qualifications	internationally	recognised?

 Yes, iBp qualifications are accredited by either ATHE or Qualifi and are recognised globally. These  

 qualifications are regulated by Ofqual. 

8. What support is available for students?

 Students receive academic support from mentors and access to an online learning platform.
